The Scheme will make investments in foreign securities as per paragraph 12.19 of SEBI
Master Circular for Mutual Funds dated May 19, 2023; as amended from time to time.

The Scheme will not engage in stock lending. The scheme would not be investing in
derivatives but the underlying scheme may invest in derivatives. The Scheme will not
indulge in short selling and will not invest in unrated debt instruments.

The Scheme may, with the approval of SEBI/ RBI invest in foreign
securities as specified by SEBI. The overall ceiling for investment in overseas ETFs that
invest in securities is US $ 1 billion subject to a maximum of US $ 300 million per mutual
fund.

The said limit
shall be valid for a period of six months from the date of closure of NFO. Thereafter the
unutilized limit, if any, will not be available to the Scheme for investment in overseas
securities and will be available towards the unutilized industry wide limits.

Pending deployment of funds of the Scheme in securities in terms of the investment
objective of the Scheme the AMC may park the funds of the Scheme in short term deposits
of scheduled commercial banks, subject to the guidelines issued by prescribed under
paragraph 12.16 of SEBI Master Circular for Mutual Funds dated May 19, 2023.

business days from the date of closure of the initial subscription list.

e Thereafter, a Common Account Statement (‘CAS’) shall be issued which shall enable
a single consolidated view of all the investments of an investor in mutual funds and
securities held in demat form with the Depositories. CAS shall contain details relating
to all the transactions carried out by the investors across all schemes of all mutual funds
during the month and holding at the end of the month.

e The asset management company shall issue units in dematerialized form to a unitholder
within two working days of the receipt of request from the unitholder.

e The following shall be applicable with respect to CAS, for unit holders having a Demat

Plan”) will also be available for subscription under the Direct Plan. Thus, from the
Effective Date, there shall be 2 Plans available for subscription under the Schemes viz.,
Regular Plan and Direct Plan.

Investors subscribing under Direct Plan of the Schemes should indicate the Scheme/
Plan name in the application form as “Scheme Name - Direct Plan” form for e.g. “PGIM
